At the front Ventor= '\ :cs and sucsension have been used. There

are ¥oni adjustabls sl.ookers. Tha front axle beam has been strengthened

and export rated sy ings are used., In standard form there are
anti-roll bars foro .. aft but an extra front one has been fitted.

The wheels are 6" ¥ 13 alloy 4 g=~~"ma by Revelution, fitted with
185 % 13 low profilc [ lr-otone wits ovals for the road, and 175 x 13
Semperit Mud & Slushess for the forests. The fromt wheel arches
have been cut away to accommodate the tTyres.

The bedy is alveady immensely strong so that no extra bracking is

called for. It is 2 cwts heavico $han the Escort. However the

floor has been raised so that the exnaust system can go over the

top of the gearbox. This meaps that there is a bit of a bump

where Dave Shitelev should put his feet., Ron hopes to find out next week
if he can fit him in. The standard 12 gallen fuel tank has been replaced
by a 20 gallon tank which len has neatly tailor made to fit between the
wheel arches over the back axle.



Len has designed the instrument panel to a much more simple
specification than that of the Mini. The rationale has been
that if you are motopring swiftly you haven't pgot time to look
at dials amyway. Because of this there has been an extensive
uwsa of warning lights. There iz a8 warning lipght for low oil
pregsure, and ancther to indicate low water level rather than
a2 thermomater. FRon reckons that a high thermometer reading
usually means low water level so it should be just as effective.
All zwitches are on a4 centre console, and the wiring is such
g0 that on a special stage only the rev, counter will be
illuwminated,

There is an Aley FIA cage. The seats are Corbeau GTE's, with
Britax full harmesses, A 14" leather wheel has been ordered.

The car has @ 4% headlight system which has been stocked with
Cibie halogens for the dips, and Lucas halogens for the mains.
WYhen full on all 4 are in action. This is supplemented by

¢ Buper Oscars and 2 Oscar fogs which are mounted 2 up and

¢ down a la Escort, .| These are powered by an alternator

which has been moved from low down near to the exhaust

manifold to the top of the engine., The fuses and relays

are in a special box under the bonnet as they were in the

Mini. The battery has baen moved to the boot to try te pet a bit
of weight away from the already hefty engine.

There is an engine steady bar with competition engine mounts
to prevent lateral movement of the engine. A restraining
cable from the engine to the bell housing is desipned to
prevent forwarde lunges shoving the fan through the radiator.

The enpine output iz estimared at 150 bhp at 6.250 reve., with
the ocutstanding feature being the tremendous torque available
at this peint. This is so usable that Hon can see little point
in making use of the 3,000 rpam maximum. He cbviously

has not had a chance tn get thinpgs sorted out vet, but he says
that inabrief sortie on Pocklington airfield on a logse surface
it was easy to induce wheelspin at BO mph in top gear.

A high patioc steering rack is poing to be fitted.
