read more than 50 and . the maximum -pressure pained at any speed was

0 iba. The oil was topped. up before E'l_:i._l"liiﬂg"l:-]:l.ﬂ pext section.

The next segtion to T.C.9 was easy to plot from the jumbled up spot
heighta, The route went via Barff Hill, Cawke Id and Bracken to Enthorpe,

To £ind the route frem T.0.0 to T.C.15 the halfway 20 min, halt near
Holme on Spalding Moor we had to plet 50 map referénces and then find a
route which sveided these points. Needless to say this took a
cdnsiderable amount of time to sort out and to make things worse the
throttle on Smokey Joe began to stick open, We had to cot part of
the route and go direct to T.C.15 to avoid being OTL, arriving at
T.C.15 after the time we were dus out.
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Dennis Wehster stripped the carbs in an attempt to find out why
they were stiching while I plotted the road celours junctions
giving us the route to T.C.21 at Froggathorpe.

As we approached T.C.21 we came across Tony Webb and Tomy Ball with
their car stuck off the road in a deep muddy hole and decided to
help them to get the car back onto the road and risk being OTL at
the next control. Pushing from the rear did not move the car

so we attompied to reverse it out., As we pushed Tony Webb screamed
the revs, up so wuch it sprayed mud and water from the hole over
everything within 100 yds, radius but this time the caer did lurch
back onto the rosd.
