With my garly introduction b motorspert being by spectsting at Croft and Ruiforth,
I waa quite saddened to sea both disappsar within a very short time of cach ather.

To my surprise Croft re-opened as a mallycrsss venue a short while ago under the
control of Wally Richmond and the Darlington & District Motor Club. The first
evant to come under scrutiny by vour editors was the Lloyds & Scottish Championship
evant in May. Transferred, duz to problems, from anobher wvenue, this promised
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to be a very gocd dey. Unfortunstely, the westher csused all sorts of problems,
mainly dug to the hich winds and dust which made spectating difficult.

Glancing through the progremme revesled namss such as Trevor Hookins, Dave Fuell,
Tony Crummond, Will Gallap, Graham Hatheway, Ron Hudson, Keith Ripp, Brucs Male -—
a stap-studdad cast.

The gualifying haats wers split into twe groups, up to 1600 cc and over 1600 cc.
The number of laps varied between 2 and 4 depending on tha clase and heat. Tha
compatition sesmed squally matched as, when they reached the fipst cormer, it
alweys seemed to be 4 or even 5 abreast - a bit dangerous g8 the naxt corner
could only stand 3 shreast on the exit at the most. Problems with tha track
seemad to be all with the lopse section - that's an undﬂér*qtatsnent as the loose
rocks ssamad to be all of 4" across. There must havs bsen at lgast a dozen
screens replaced during the day, and not all wers competitors.

By tho end of the day there ware 2 Porschas, 1 Escort, and a braca of Minis stuffed
into the Armco, as you can probably tell, tha racing was pretty close. The
gvantual winner was Barry Squibb,

The second, more recent, mesting took place on Bank Holiday Monday, 3lst May.
This mesting should have shown us the way the club championship rounds ware ta
develop.

Due to a rather poor entry, heats werse often run with only thres cars on tha grid
and resulted in a procession round the circuit, hardly close conbact stuff.

Unfortunately thare were other problems, not least the P.A. system, which was
acting as an asrial for the marshalls YHWF radios, so we had twn commentaries at
the same tima. At least the weather was better!

One rallysross star from down south who did venture north was Graham Hathaway in
his 2 litre Escort, sponscred by British Telecom (plug). He seomed te be really
flying, as was reflected in the fastest lap times.

to be scrapped and re-run due to the finish marshall holding the chequared flag out
one lap too sarly, much to ths annoyance of the race leador, who signalled his
dicopniioval with hand gosticulation to the narshall.

On the plug side of things, the loose section of surface has been relaid and the
armco barriers are now backed by earth mounds. Only time will tell whether this venue
will succeed, but early impressions have hesn a little disappointing. Let's hops
they finally get it right mo that the Morth retains some of its eircuits,

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One or twa people have exprassad concern over the validity of their crash helmets
for motor sport svents. By exsmination of the 1367 Yearbook sll is revealed,

In the Safety Section OM which starts on page 164, thers are two pages devoted
to crash helmats (pp 176 and 177).

My own helmet carries a Blus on Silver approval sticker and, from the information
given, is only valid for events up to 3lst Decomber, 1983. MNow what you can't do

then is get the helmet re-approved, so vou will have to purchase a new helmet,
complying with new standards.

on the South Bank Stages In his new livery. Let's hope he glves his sponsor some
good covarags.

With a few new mambers Joining the club I thought it would be s good idea to
reproduce the following notes on marshalling to help all vou newcomers.

KEY FACTS FOR RALLY MARSHALS (Thesa notes are hased on a serisa of Marshals’'
Beminars organised 1in 1990 by Ford and the RAC/ADU Motor Sports Training Trust.)

Before you leave home

Take with you: ballpoint pens
at l=ast one torch (with spare batteries)
a whistle
a sharp knife
a fira extinguisher if yvou can
plenty of food and hok ar cold dinks
extra clothing
waterproofs
insect repellant [(summar svents)
a clip board if you will be handling time cands

Events can be delayed so always be preparsd for a longsr stay than you expectod,

When you arrive

Sign on - this will mean that you are covered by the organisers insurance.

Parking - if you are out on a stage never park near the stage routs. At
cnﬁfmﬁs. park s0 as Lo leave the maximum svace for competitors.

Identification - always wear your tabard or sticker or armband. This helpa

to give authority over spectators and means that competitors can find you
more aasily.

One way - special stapes always respect the one way traffic flow - before,
during and after the running of the stage.

Setting up a Control

Signs - make sure they are easily visible and a reasonable distance ahead of
the control. Under international rules, a yellow sign is to mark the
baginning of the control zone, the red sipn marks the control site and the
yellow aign with diagonal bar marks tha end of the contraol zons.

Identification - the timekeeper must wear organisers identification so that
cometitors can see him,

LiEhtiﬁ —li:r'j.r to have overhead lighting - again so that competiters can ses
dilS.

Timekeening

e

Time Cards - try to look at the cards you will be using befors the event
atarts. You will then know exackly which space you are to fill in. Also
find out if vou have to colleut tims cards from competitors for results
PUTROSES .

Fens - have plenty of ballpoint pane. Never use felt tips or any cther kind
that will run when wet.

Clocks - these will frequently be electric and digital. This type is fairly
reliable - but find out how to obtain a spare if you can.

Failing Battery - this will usually be evidant because part of thoe display
will Tail when the split action is pressed. So keep an eye on the display
whan you are using the clock.

Timekeepers - most clook errors turn ouk &0 be timekeeper errorst Try to
arrange gm: relief timekespars. It is very sasy to make mistakes whan you
are getting tired.

LCompetitors - remerber that it is you who are giving the cometitor the tima
n% not the other wey roundl It is the time on the clock that counts and
not what the co-driver tells you it ought to be.

Under most regulations, the time a comoetitor receives is the time at which
he presents his card.

Car - it is alsp usual under most repulations for the car to be present
before a time can Be given. It is not unknown for competitors to think
otherwise at busy service halts!

Setting out & Special Stage

International Signa - these work in the same way as for contrals - yellow
signs for tha beginning of zones, red sipns at the places where times ars
givan and yellow signs with a diaponal bar at tha end of zones.

Arrows - tha usual arrowing system is:

One warning arrow - about 100 yards before a junction;
Two arrows on tha junction,
One small confirmation arrow after the junction.
Make sure you stick to the system. Oo not add extra arrows for any reason,
Make sure arrows are essily visible - but mot likely to be knocked over.
Ty to angle arrows to show the sevarity of junctions,
Phvesical Ellnlzh.ﬂgﬂ - thig is just au irportant as the arrows. Block off all

sice roads with something solid such as brushwood. Make tha blackages
more chvious with bright coloured Eepe and/or no entry signs, sto.

Try to ensure that it would be impossible for a competitor to taks the wrong
route - or for another vehicle to stray onto the route.

Hazard Signs - place thess about 100 yards before deceptive bands, narrow
bridgss, E‘EE REVER ATTEMPT TO TRICK A ORIVER - the sasiar it is for him
to follow the stage route then the safer the stage will be fer everyona.
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Stagse Start - lssve plenty of scece for competitors to park iF they arrive
pariyv.

Stape Finish - always leavedsanty of stopping distance, particularly if there
15 1ce or snow. If in doubt maka it lonper!

Forestry Commission - plssee don't put nails ipto trees. MNew saws are
expenslive.

Comoetitor Safaty

Route Marking - make steps routes z= obvious as posaible to the diver. This
511l reduce the chances of his going off. Try to marshal all arrows and
hazard signs,ste. This helps to prevent them being removed, knocked cver,
bBlown over, ate.

Try to keep spectators away from arrows and signs so that the drivers' view
is rmot obscured.

Tey not to let too many marshals stand near arrows or signs. A mass of day
glow tabardsmskes it difficult for the driver to see a day glow arrow.

Emergency Services - find out before you take up your positien how to pall for
emergency services if thev are nasded.

Accidents - the approach to dealing with sccidents will depend on whether thare
15 lnjury or not. But always remember that if any part of a stage is blocked,
there 18 a potential danager to the next competitor and somecne must warn him
before it iz too late.

Fira = if a competitor is involved in an accident and the car is on fire,
then the crow must be removed as quickly as possible, Most competitors heve
four strap safety harnesses. These are relessed by turning the central
buckle. If you have any trouble - cut the hamess with a sharp knifa.

All competitors are required to carry fire extinguishers in their cars. They
may have one or two extinpuishers to make & total of Skg of extimguishent.
The extinguishers should be in the passenger compartment sither behind the
front seat or under the co-drivers legs.

If you do not know how b work the extinpuisher, then read the instructions -
this 18 guicker than pulling and pushing avery lewver in sight.

Injured Drivers - if crrpetitors are thoupht to be injured but therse is no
risk of tire. than normally it is beiter to leave them where thay are until
madical help can be arranged. If you do nezed to get injured persons ocut of
a gar., then try to do as little as possible other than kesping them warm and
removing their crash helmets. Inexpert first aid can do more harm than good.

'0ff the Road' - if a competitor is off but not injured, then he will want to
get back on. There is nothing apainst this and no reason why marshals should

not halp provided there is no danger to following cometitors and provided
that no other vehicle comes ‘onto tha stags to help.

It is parmissible for marshals to halp push a competitor back on the road but
be verv careful that this is not done into the path of another car. Tt is
not permigsible for a rescue vebhicle or a service car to come onto tha stage
whilst it is still running to tow a competitor beck on the road.
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Stepping the Stape - if you nsod medical assistonpe - or any othor omergency
serviee - then stop the sirze as quickly ss poscibla so that help can be
arranged.

If a car ie off and thavs is na ouestion of eny injury or emergency then thers
is no resson for the stage to bo stopped and you should certainly not try o
stop a stags simply so thal scmeone can be brought back ento the road.

Spectator Control

Progremme - look at the organisers progremms or press information to find
out 1t your point on the rally is likely to have a largs crowd.

There there parly - if you are a place where crowds are expected. arrive
wzll before tha spactators. It is much, much sasisr to kuep people away
from danger areas than to try to nersuade them to move once they ars in
these areas.

Danger Areas - try to keep people away from the cutsides of bends, places
EE:H are below the road and, particularly, from ‘escapa roads'. Whanever
possibla, Try to keep people above tha road level and try to keep them behind
the tree line.

Car Speed - most spectators and particularly the more casual ones will
groasly underestimate ths spoed of cars. Try to warn them when a car is
coming by blowing a vhistle or perhaps using & bud hallar. Listen for them
and blow your whistls: when you hear : car comins.

Flyirp Stonse - spactators fraguently do not aporeciate ths danger from
flying stones. Apain, keep them well back from the road. Ramember also
that flying stonas car hwrt marshals just as much ms spectators!

Crowds - if you have & raally serious problem with too meny spectators,
than do not take risks. Ask the start to hold the stage until you can
sort things out.

Results

Accuracy - if you are working out stege times or adding up road penalties,
always check., Organisars will uvsually issue results along the route as
guickly as they can - #o they should be right first time.

Speed - rallying is ~ow very populsr and newspapers and radio stations do

not like to *e ker! o "%ing. S0 results must be on tima. IF you are part

of the resulis operacion - sven if only collecting time cards from corpetitors
- remamber that the wholn noint of running the mlly is to find the winnzr and
that resulte ars nesded quickly.

In Corclusion

r<oala and officials are in charge of the relly. This means thay must ba
firm with comostitors in makirg surs that the rulss are followed. This
does not maan they have to be officious and arrogant.

It is much better for both cometitors and marshals if svaryone is polite
and help/.t.

Bed 'ish r=llies have an excellent reputation for the pleasantness and
poiitenoss of their marshale. Enpy your marshallingl
