1988 AND BEYOND

They say every cloud has a silver lining. NHMC's cancellation
of it's proposed Road Rally was extremely timely to say

the least (never mind lucky). Every event | have known,
running north/east of York has suffered police presence

in the last two years - this would encroach upon the proposed
route. This in addition to various other problems afflicting
current Road Rallies.

Currently both types of rally are enjoying overflowing entry
lists, this with more events on offer than ever before. Without
doubt, the sport is more popular than it has ever been before,
there is more money being poured into it and more spectator
interest and so on.

MNext year there is going to be a massive explosion in the
number of stage events with venues bulging at the seams.
The following points must be relevant when deciding what
to do next year. '

Road events will no longer be speed events - they will be
navigational events.

Current road events are astonishing value for money ([pre
1988 events), eg 1987 Mull = 300 miles pacenote tarmac
50 miles forest for £50 entry.

Existing road rally clubs have been gradually moving into

stage events over the years, thus showing extreme foresight.
(Witness Selby DMC Alamein Barracks, Beverley DMC Normandy
Barracks). Selby are having their cake and eating it, by

running a road rally class in their event! Now why didn't

NHMC think of that? Come to think of it, why was NHMC
running against the tide in attempting to run a road rally?



What to do next year then:

Qption A - target timed road events - let's assume there

is no way around the BBC timing problem, ie results are
based 100% on navigation. Proposals touted around about
speed limitations are, | think, white elephant ideas - the

'88 rules delete any competitive element, rightly or wrongly.

Qption B - stage events, perhaps mostly single venues.

Ironically, | stopped doing stage events a couple of years
ago but turned to road rallies for (amongst other) reasons
of:

(i) cost

(ii) lack of navigator usefulness on stages

(iii) boredom at lapping miles of tarmac airfields
(iv) poor organisation of single venue events

In the words of Phil Craven "l do road rallies purely to give
an input to help the driver, not as a means to an end". Thus,
option B it must be? Boring airfields? £200 Quip for 80
miles?

As far as the remainder of 1987 is concerned, in the words

of Ken Sturdy it's s __ t or bust. Out of the window goes

the damp course (anybody want to buy some soggy Anaglypta?).
Then again, there's always lawn mower racing.

ROAD RALLYING 10 YEARS AGO

To put some perspective into how road rallying has developed
latterly, a quick perusal of the entry list for the 1977 Beaver
gives a good insight. Of the sixty strong entry list:

Just four were of greater capacity than 1600cc! (One RS
2000 - then a novelty of course - two 2.3 Vauxhalls and a
2.8 Opel Commodore).

There were 23 Escorts, 16 Minis, a BDA, an MGZB and one
Anglia.

By contrast, the '86 Beavers entry list itself totalled 65

(the event itself has two major sponsors in Swift Caravans

and Maple Garage). There were 30 Escorts and just 3 Minis.
Twenty entries were above 1600cc, only one was below 1200cc
whereas ten were in '77. There were just 5 NHMC entries
compared with ten in '77,

Conclusions:

Engine sizes have increased to a great extent, even at this
novice level. The sub-1200cc level has disappeared. A large
majority of the 1200/1300cc entries are of a modern FWD
transverse type. NHMC entries have dwindled to a lower
level, despite a relative increase in the clubs road rally
competitors over the last couple of years. Quite a few of
the '77 entrants still compete today, none in road rallies.

What were you doing in '77? | was at school .....
