Eel NHichols, Audibilis reporter, rides wiith Hannu Mikkola as he teata
the latest rally Audi. 1986,

¥ikkela doean't smile. He just zays "Ready?",; nods whacks his foot onto
the throttle abd pops the clutch. The car erupts like 2 brono. from &
rodes shute. Itz wheels rip into the gravel. In seconds - sbout seven -
it's topping VOO miles an hour. It [lies over a ereat and, like an

enraged lion, plummets like a roller coaster down the track weaving deep
inte the forest.

The speed iz unbelievable. The rate at which we're catapulting through
the trees scrambles my aensea. The thrust mashes me into my seat as If
I'm +trapped, helpleas, in a runaway rocket blasting inches above the
ground. Throwgh the blurr, all I can =ee are the pine trees crowlding the
track and, where they thin, the steepoess of the bank dropping away.
Blind fear takes over. My panicked brain screamsa that it'a impoasible
to drive ao fast down a forest trail. God dont let this be the day that
the gquattro breaks or Mikkola makes a miatake.

Him 7 He's Juat aitting there, tight in is harnesa, tweaking the wheel
thiz way amd that in preciase little movements; snaking a hand out to

anap the lever up or down the six-speed gearbox; dancing his left foot
over the clutch apd break pedals; dabbing the throttle with his right.

His face is impassive; a mask of concentration, his eyess reading svery
inch of the road.

Iriving againat the clock, he's looking to always unleash the quattro's
potential. Every inatant, every yard where there's a chance, he gives
the 5 horsepower it's head. The reaponce is phenomenal : blasting
from 4000 to the maximum B30 reva in each gear takes barely a second;
in momenta, on the shortest straights, were shooting upte the 120 mph
maximum the hudi is set to Tun in these conditions.

He slows earlier for many of the cormers than you might expect-then
tweakes the car sideways. He does it by upsetiing the stability with a
quick flick of the wheel while simultanecusly braking with his left
foot and keeping the throttle on with hia right. With the car 'cocked'
for the bend, he balances the drift - often well upwards of 100mph -
with the throttle and the ateering, conatantly adjusting both, =ithin
milligseconds. By mid-bend he's applying full power, exploiting the
four .whee]l drive adwvantage the guattro brought to rallying. Lord, thias
thing iz aso fast through the bends, =0 bullet-like cut of them.

For one tight, blind bend Mikkola treads hard on the brakes as he whips
down through the gear-box. The deceleration is as fercecious as the
agceleration, [Minging me lorward wntil the belts cut ipto my shoulders
and my ayes feel as if they'll pop from their sockets. The instant he's
slow encugh, Hanrmo is back on the power, the engine anarling in a new
turat, and we're aliding again,; the nose tucked in so tight it's dleoat
goraping the bank en the inside while the tall's cut wnder the branches
and over the drop on the other. A mistake with sieering or power and

we're dead men.

Ey senses are still reeling as we cherge full tilt along a semi-atraight
away cut across the mountain face. Just before a kink where he'll get
gideways again, the trunk of a fallen tree juts up over the irack. It's
tip iz lewvel with =y head; ii peems to hang in alow motion, waiting to
smash through the windscreen. I feel the blood drain from my face.
Mikkola doean't let up. An instant before disaster, he tweaks the Audi
inte a 100mph slide and pokes its noge under the trunk. It passes six
inches above the bonnet and clears the windsereen by three or four.

Ahead; the track is breaking up into a jegged mass of loose alate; it
mugst rip the tyres to shreds. We charge on. The ear doesn't waver as

it tears through the alate. We feel little. Here, as on some of the othesr
rough sections we've blasted over, the Audi's ride comfort is remark-
-able; there is nooe of the dreadful crashing of previous rally cara;
Just a jiggling that conveys tautness. It feels like a car that will

do precisely.as ita driver aaia. within fracticons of a second, without
jarring, erashing or joliing.

But the nolse. The engine's spnarl, riaing and falling as Hannu
congtantly goes on and off the power, up and down the gears, ls wicked.
Stones blast the underbody. Frequently, branches smash against the
nose and flanks as he tucks the car beneath the pines crowling the
edge of the track.

The sccuracy with which he places the car, time after time, makes you
want to gasp. At the end of the longest straight we're full chat and

he cocka the car sideways and takes it, still flat, seroas a kink where
the track ducks into g pleat in the mountainside. The ocuter Tront wheesl
is over the preciples; it rejoins the track perfectly, precisely where
he wants it, for the next manceuver- and all at 120wmph. This is to
witneass, from inches away, & top international asports man walking the
tight rope.

As suddenly as it does everything else, the track dives sharp right
batween astacka of freshly cut timber. The gap eeems barely wide encugh.
Hanrmi breaks hard, weaving a little, pute the car sideways precisely
the right amount and sweeps through hard on the power. At 60mph, there
areé inches to spare. How 1it's full {11t through the gears again In a
charge up the short hill to the tape indicating the end of the section.

" It is over", he says matter-of-factly on the headset. I look at my
atop watch. Just under aix minates for just on seven milea of this
slippery, treacherous foreatry track.
